Text2PDF Documentation

Installation:

Text2PDF can be installed by simply copying the executable file to a folder. There are no dependencies. If you are running the demo version, (have not yet purchased the product) you will also need the softrac.jpg file in the same folder as the executable. Once purchased, softrac.jpg is no longer necessary. It is simply the file used as a watermark.

Features:

Convert any ASCII text file to a PDF document.

No dependencies.  The utility is self-contained.

Is compatible with all versions of Windows.

Convert a single folder or multiple folders of text files.

Can be run in batch mode.

Options that allow setting of Font, Pitch, Paper Size & Orientation.

No adds, no promos! This is a clean app.

Instructions

Unlocking the utility:

Text2PDF will add a watermark to each page of each file until the utility is unlocked (purchased). To unlock the utility simply click on the ‘Unlock’ button on the main screen. 
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Copy the Machine GUID to the clipboard and email to blatta@softrac-inc.com. As soon as payment has been verified you will be emailed the unlock code. Just paste it into the ‘Unlock Code’ box and press the ‘OK’ button. 
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You will then receive the following message box.
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At this point the utility is fully operational (no more watermark)!

Running the utility:

To run the utility make sure you have set the values in ‘Options’. Most of the Fonts are mono-spaced. The exception is the Times-Bold font. If you use this font, don’t expect the resulting output PDF files to look like the input text files. The text will be aligned differently. All other fonts will align text the same for input and output files.

Point the ‘Input Path’ to where your text files are located. You can press the folder icon to navigate. The utility will attempt to process everything in this folder, including sub-folders. So if there are files that are non-ASCII text files, you either need to move them out or you will most likely get some errors generated from the utility.

Point the ‘Output Path’ to where you want your PDF documents created. Again, you can press the folder icon to navigate.

Press the ‘Start’ button to begin converting the text files to PDF documents. The progress bar will move to show the utility is working.

To run the utility in batch mode you must get to a DOS command prompt. Change directories to where the utility is located and then type ‘Text2PDF103 /h’. The following help screen will appear.
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Currently only the ‘Input Path’ and ‘Output Path’ can be modified in batch mode. You cannot set any ‘Options’ while running in batch mode. The utility will use whatever has been set with the GUI for the ‘Options’ settings.
